for

FK Norway (Fredskorpset)

issued by Royal Decree of     February 2010.


§ 1
Status

FK Norway is a governmental body under the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.   


§ 2 
FK Norway's objectives and core activities 


FK Norway shall help to implement the overall objectives for Norway’s cooperation with the developing countries. In this regard, FK Norway shall focus its efforts on promoting a world based on the recognition of fundamental human rights. With this in mind, FK Norway shall contribute to contact and cooperation between individuals, organisations and institutions in Norway and the developing world, based on solidarity, equality and reciprocity. FK Norway shall promote a broad commitment to human rights and international development issues, with young people as a special target group.

FK Norway’s core activities are as follows: 


1. Organising exchange schemes and administrating grants for a diversity of organisations, institutions and businesses in Norway and in developing countries. 

2. Stimulating and facilitating the exchange of experience and learning and contributing to the transfer of knowledge and experience back to the participants' own societies. 

3. Contributing to developing and strengthening civil society in developing countries.

§ 3 
Management 


FK Norway is managed by a director who is appointed on a limited tenure by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. 

§ 4
Other positions and organisation

FK Norway’s other officials are appointed by FK Norway’s appointments board; see Staff Regulations for FK Norway. The director decides on the organisation of FK Norway.

§ 5
The following matters within FK Norway’s area of responsibility must be brought before the Ministry

1. Matters which raise issues of principle or of a political nature. 


2. Matters which, pursuant to § 7, are outside the authority of the director.


3. Other matters as decided by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

§ 6
Procedural regulations



FK Norway’s assignments shall be carried out in accordance with the applicable laws and regulations in force at any time. 

§ 7
Powers of authority

FK Norway manages the annual appropriations in accordance with the budgetary conditions in the Norwegian Parliament’s resolution, the main instructions for financial management within FK Norway, and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs’ allocation letter. 

§ 8
Amendments to the instructions 


The Ministry of Foreign Affairs has the power of authority to amend these instructions. 


§ 9
Entry into force

These instructions supersede the regulations laid down by Royal Decree on 3 December 2004 and have immediate effect.
